Our social media accounts enjoyed a strong 2022-2023 school year in terms of
reporting. We posted to the account at least once during every school day for an eighth
year in a row, and we offered our followers diversity in what we posted. Not only did
we cover all types of activities, but we also offered both serious and light-hearted
content: news, feature and opinion; and we posted different forms of content: posts,
stories and reels. We expanded our Instagram audience by more than 735 followers,
and we saw similar percentage increases in followers on our Facebook and Twitter
accounts. We had 133 Instagram posts (and three Facebook) posts reach more than
3,000 accounts. That is a substantial increase over the previous year when we had only
38 (and three) such posts reach that threshold. We are going to share these posts here
so you can get a sense of the range of posts that we offered throughout the year.

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Our analytics reveal some of our
reporting strengths over the past year.

Looking over our posts that reached the most people illustrates some of the strengths
of our reporting year. We think we did a good job of using social media to report
important breaking news quickly and accurately. We also think we did a good job of
providing fun, lighthearted content to go along with the heavy-hitting stuff. We think
we are starting to take advantage of reels as a way to reach a larger audience. We also
demonstrated a commitment to reporting useful information like bell schedule
changes and school cancellations in a way that makes it more likely that people will
turn to our feed when they need that sort of information.



There are some things about our reporting,
however, that analytics does not reveal.

Because we decided to showcase the posts that made the biggest splash, I think this
collection underrepresents our commitment to covering specific activities in addition
to general ones. We are proud of our streak of posting once per day every school this
year (for the eighth year in a row), but our commitment to covering all sports, all fine
arts and all clubs and organizations often leads us to post multiple times per day in
order to cover everything. Our coverage of so-called minor sports and sub-varsity
sports, fine arts with less participation and small clubs isn’t going to show up in our
analytics, but they do show up every day on our feed.

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A final thought: While we share our
reporting on our social media, we also
often do our reporting through it too.

We are not just talking about interviews over DM even though that is part of what we
mean. DM is a better alternative to e-mailing because it allows you to ask one question
at a time and ask follow-up questions. It’s better than texting because sources can more
easily send voice memos and speak naturally rather than typing all of their answers.



We use Instagram stories to crowd source
and try to get more diverse sources.

Both the newspaper and the yearbook staff often posts stories to try to find sources who
have strong opinions or are knowledgeable about the subject of the story. It makes it
possible to get more sources and more easily find sources beyond the reporter’s social
network. In the next slides, we will share some examples of how we do this on our Insta.
